Approval of Minutes

Mr. King motioned to accept the minutes from March 15, 2016 as written. Mr. Vaudo seconded. The
vote was unanimous.

Submission of New Plans
No new plans were submitted.

Board Discussion

The Board discussed the letter from Mr. Carlo DiPersio of 11 Morgan Trail that came into the Planning
& Development Office on April 4, 2016. The letter is in regards to the curb cut and parking lot on
Shawme Road that Heritage Museums & Gardens currently has before the Historic District. Mr.
DiPersio believes that the Planning Board, acting as the Scenic Road Committee, should oversee the
application process because Shawme Road is a Scenic Road. Mr. King asked Mr. Jensen if the plan
calls for a “No Left Turn” sign to be placed at the parking lot exit to deter traffic from continuing down
Shawme Road. Mr. Jensen said that it did not. Mr. King believes that should be a condition if the curb
cut is granted because Shawme Road cannot handle the volume of traffic. Mr. King again reiterated
the Scenic Road policy. If the project does not involve the removal of trees or stone walls, it does not
come under the purview of the Planning Board. The Board is under the impression that Mr. DiPersio
will attend a future meeting to discuss this matter under Board Discussion.

The Board also reviewed application #16-04 for 0&1 Route 6A that will come before the Board of
Appeals on April 12, 2016. They had no comment.

Mr. Paul Cleary, Route 130 Land Development LLC, Atty. Thomas Recupero, attorney for the applicant
and Mr. Richard Rheaume, Prime Engineering, were present. Atty. Recupero reiterated the information
in his letter. He stated that upon approval by the Planning Board, Route 130 LLC will appear before the
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Zoning Board of Appeals to withdrawal its land from the original Comprehensive Permit that was issued

for the Forestdale Village development.

Ms. Regan opened the meeting for public comment. The following people addressed the Board:

e Lynn Cormay, 11 Old Snake Pond Road, discussed her letter which was regarding the Scenic
Road Permit that was granted to Route 130 LLC at the Planning Board meeting on March 15, 2016.
Ms. Regan stated that the agenda item was closed and if she wanted to appeal the decision, she
would have to file a formal appeal with the Town. Mr. Vaudo recommended she call Ms. Marilyn
Bassett in the Planning & Development Office in order to find out the how to go about appealing the
decision. Ms. Cormay also stated that if the Cape Crossing development is granted an approval,
she would like to see permit conditions put in place that are precise and will be carried over to
subsequent owners. Mr. Vaudo explained that conditions and decisions are listed on the title and
registered at the Barnstable Registry of Deeds. These are carried over in the title if the land is sold.

Mr. Vaudo motioned to close the public hearing for Cape Crossing Definitive Subdivision for Route
130 LLC. Mr. Torrey seconded. The vote was unanimous.
