0-0.

Documents submitted with application as
follows: Application of Certificate of Appropriateness, Shed Spec Sheet, Color/Sample Sheet, Statement
of Understanding, Elevations, Manufactured Photos, and Certified Abutters List. Present was Owner,
Ramsey Chason, who explained the project as listed in the application. No comments were added from
the Committee or the general public. A Motion was made (LH) to approve the project as presented,
Seconded (RC). The motion was passed with a vote of 4-0-0.

Committee Member, Richard Claytor recused himself and left the room.

16-127D Heritage Plantation of Sandwich, Inc.

Removal of split rail fence within the westerly side of the Shawme Road right of way to allow for
construction of a new curb cut/driveway on Shawme Road to serve 0 Pocasset Road at 67 Grove Street,
located at Map 37, Lot 001. Documents submitted with application as follows: Application of Certificate
Demolition/Removal, Statement of Understanding, Existing Photos, Plot Plan, Certified Abutters List,
and Representative Designation Form. Present were Attorney, Jeannie Campus of Nutter, McClennen &
Fish, Director, Ellen Spear and Mr. Horsley of Horsley Witten Group. Resident, Carlo DiPersio asked
Chairperson Foley if he could make a point of order, Ms. Foley allowed. He asked the Committee to take
notice of the agenda item, particularly the address and comment that it was not correct, the Committee
looked over the application and the Certified Abutters List and came to the decision that the application
was not inaccurate; Ms. Foley thanked Mr. DiPersio and asked him to be seated. Attorney Campus
explained the project as listed on the application adding that because the fence is located in a right of way,
there is no map and parcel to refer to that particular piece. The Committee was satisfied with the
presentation of application and the plot plan. Ms. Campus explained, at the Committee’s request, that the
fence did not have any historical value as it was built in the 1990°s. She further explained the Town
Engineer provided an e-mail (attached) explaining the fence was serving no safety purpose. Chairperson
Foley asked for Public Comment. Resident, Mr. Stainbrook read a statement (attached) in opposition of
the project. Resident, Carlo DiPersio commented that there was no application for the other portion of the
fence that Heritage had already removed prior to this application. He asked that he see that application
before going to criminal court. Committee Member Lynda Haller informed Mr. DiPersio that it was
illegal to threaten criminal court — he explained it was not a threat is was a fact, the hearing was already
booked. Chairperson Foley asked Mr. DiPersio to take a seat. Resident, Judith Stainbrook, asked that the
application not be heard as there is a court date set and should not be dealt with until that is over.
Chairperson Foley asked if this particular fence was the topic, Attorney Campus answered that it was not
part of the litigation. Ms. Foley asked that the public comment, stay focused on the application in front of
them this evening. Committee Member, Bill Collins commented that he was ready to make a motion.
Ms. Foley interrupted and reminded the Committee that Erin Sullivan had sent a letter to be read into the
record, which she proceeded to do. Ms. Sullivan is in opposition of the project and a copy of the letter is
attached. A Motion was made (BC) to approve the project as presented, Seconded (LH). The Motion
was passed with a vote of 3-0-0.

Committee Member, Richard Claytor returned to the Committee table.

2. Minor Change

16-62 NRG Canal LL.C

Minor changes to the approved ground Solar Array at 5 Tupper Road, located at Map 86, Lots
015. Present was Attorney, Michael Ford and Vice President of development for NRG, Tom
Atkins. Attorney Ford explained that changes proposed, one - being a 20% reduction in panels
(not moving the footprint but making the rows shorter) and two - being a small change to the
landscape plan to provide a 30’ graveled area to allow safe access for Eversource to do their
work. They explained all the planting will remain the same, just be shifted to allow the space.

No comments were added from the general public. A Motion was made (LLH) to approve the proposed
modifications as a Minor Change, Seconded (RC). The motion was passed with a vote of 4-0-0.




3. Informal

Justice Resource Institute

Representative, Attorney Benjamin Losordo, to discuss proposed school for Justice Resource
Institute. Attorney Losordo and Anne Michniewicz were present. Chairperson Foley expressed
that because there was not an application before the Committee that they would listen to the
presentation but would not be held bound by any comments this evening. Mr. Losordo began by
speaking about the prior project that was denied by the Committee and then upheld by the
Commission. Committee Member, Bill Collins interrupted Mr. Losordo and explained he was
uncomfortable hearing about a past project decision because we were still in the appeal period.
Mr. Losordo and Ms. Michniewicz expressed their desire to give some basic proposals; again
Mr. Collins expressed his unease as he feels this should be discussed after the appeal period is
over. Chairperson Foley explained that she did speak with Attorney Wilson, counsel for the
Commission, she was advised that the Committee could listen but should not comment.
Attorney Losordo proposed splitting the buildings, which seems to be more acceptable with the
Committee. Due to emergency vehicle access, the buildings would have to be moved back on
the lot, which then might involve improving Ox Pasture, they were checking with Engineering,
further expressing there being parking lot issues. He spoke of splitting the lots if the school was
not allowed, which again, would involve road improvements to Ox Pasture, knowing the
Committee wants to preserve Ox Pasture. They spoke of the one of the buildings being more
craftsman style barn-like. Committee Member, Richard Claytor commented that he would like
the style of the buildings being compatible with the surrounding buildings. Attorney Losordo
explained that the owners made a commitment want to move forward with their plans.
Committee Member, Lynda Haller stated that she felt as though this discussion was inappropriate
as the appeal period was not up as of yet. Chairperson Foley conveyed her feeling that this
Committee does allow informal discussion and wants to maintain process. She reminded that no
comment in regards to the prior project should be made. Attorney Losordo stated that he would
like to come before the Committee with a new proposal, informally. Chairperson Foley again
stated that coming before the Committee informally even after the appeal period was over,
nothing would be binding. Ms. Foley read into the record a letter from Resident, Mr. Theroux
asking the Committee not to allow the informal meeting as the appeal period is not over. Mr.
Losordo and Ms. Michniewicz thanked the Committee for hearing them. Chairperson Foley
asked for public comments. Resident, Mr. Charlie Zarba commented that he felt the Committee
was out of line allowing the Representatives of JRI to speak. Resident, Mr. Stephen Jones
remarked and agreed with Committee Member, Bill Collins comments regarding the unease of
the informal meeting this evening. Chairperson Foley explained that she made it clear in the
beginning of the discussion that comment would not be made by the Committee.

4. Minutes
A Motion was made (BC) to approve the minutes of the May 25, 2016 Historic District
Committee Meeting, Seconded (RC), Abstained (LH). The motion was passed with a vote of 3-
0-1.
A Motion was made (BC) to approve the minutes of the June 8, 2016 Historic District

Committee Meeting, Seconded (RC), Abstained (LH). The motion was passed with a vote of 3-
0-1.



5. Other Business

John Juros of Cranberry Trail to speak with the Committee regarding the vacant Architect/Builder
position. After Mr. Juros spoke briefly about his resume and past projects and their historic affiliation,
Ms. Foley explained that the Committee would discuss and make a decision at the next meeting,
scheduled for July 27". Committee Member, Bill Collins explained the process, that the Committee
recommends an applicant the Board of Selectmen for appointment.

Chairperson Foley summarized the decision for the record (attached) regarding Old King’s Highway
Regional Historic District Commission’s decision in regards to Appeal No 2016-5, Appellant, Justice
Resource Institute, Inc.

Chairperson Foley summarized the AG’s Decisions, which the Committee was found not in violation of
the Open Meeting Law (attached) regarding:

1. OML Complaint received from Erin Sullivan on 2/24/16 and Amended on 3/9/16

2. OML Complaint received from Judith Stainbrook on 3/3/16
The Committee discussed and agreed on approval for review of Certificate of Exemption applications
in-office by staff.

At the meeting of June 29", resident, Erin Sullivan inquired to the recent changes made to the Historic
Application. It was asked that the topic be discussed at the next meeting as the regular Chairperson or
Administrative Assistant was not in attendance. As the Administrative Assistant and Chairperson were
in attendance, it was explained that it came to our attention that applications for Historic filings are not
uniform throughout all the Town Committees (which make up the Old King’s Highway Regional
District Commission) therefore, we felt as though some housekeeping changes would assist our
applicants with their submissions.

6. Adjournment

A Motion was made (BC) to adjourn at 8:55 pm — Seconded (RC). The Motion was passed with a vote of
4-0-0.
